Originally all Mk.| tanks were factory painted in light-grey “Battleship Grey” colour, the same used for the British Navy

: _ships. However, in the summer of 1916 some tanks were painted in specific camouﬂage scheme of Yellow, Brown, Green

__ “and Pink colours sometimes with Black strokes, deS|gned by then famous artist Solomon J Solomon. Being too esoteric,

this colour scheme wasn't accepted, and the tanks were camouflaged by the crews in field conditions after their arrival in
France. Some tanks were camouflaged partially only and certain details and places were left in factory paint. There wasn't
a standard-and the camouflage pattern-was-strictly individual. Some tanks-were left in Solomon's camouflage, another

- remained in their factory Battleship Gray paint. Those few Mk.Is delivered to the battlefield in 1917 were painted in
standard-Khaki Brown, and the survivors from the last year's battles were-also repainted in the same camouflage colour.
Forpainting-the Mk:l-tank models we recommend the set of acrylic paints Ammo-Mig A.Mig-7111'British-& German
Colors'. The original Solomon’s camouflage will require also Pink-and Black paint:

MARKINGS

As with the camouflage, there wasn't standard marking system of the early British tanks. Some sported company letter

~ and the particular tank number within the company, others were marked with |nd|V|duaI names used for callsigns. Many

“tanks retained their factory applied serial numbers.
